Preamble

These bylaws bind the strata corporation and the owners, tenants and occupants to the same extent asif
the bylaws had been sgned by the strata corporation and each owner, tenant and occupant and contained
covenants on the part of the strata corporation with each owner, tenant and occupant and on the part of
each owner, tenant and occupant with every other owner, tenant and occupant and with the strata
corporation to observe and perform their provisions.

Unless otherwise gated, all terms have the meanings prescribed in the Strata Property Act, S.B.C.
1998, c. 43 (the “Act”). For the purposes of these bylaws, “resdents’ means collectivay, owners, tenants
and occupants and “aresdent” means collectively, an owner, atenant and an occupant.

Duties of Owners, Tenants, Occupantsand Visitors
1. Compliance with bylaws and rules

11 All resdents and vistors must comply strictly with the bylaws and rules of the strata corporation
adopted from timeto time.

2. Payment of strata fees and special levies

21 Anowner must pay dratafees on or beforethefirst day of the month to which the Sratafees
relate.

22 If anownerislatein paying any sraafee or additiond stratafee, the owner must pay to the
drata corporation interest on the late payment often per centum (10%) per annum, compounded

annudly, commencing from the date the payment was due and continuing until paidin full.

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3. Repair and maintenance of property by owner

31 An owner must repair and maintain the owner’ s stratalot, except for repair and maintenance
that is the respongbility of the strata corporation under these bylaws.

32 An owner who hasthe use of limited common property must repair and maintain it, except for
repair and maintenance that isthe responsbility of the strata corporation under these bylaws.

4. Use of property

41 A resident or visitor must not use adtratalot, the common property or common assetsin away

42 A resident or vistor must not cause damage, other than reasonable wear and teer, to the common
property, common assets or those parts of adratalot which the drata corporation must repair and
maintain under these bylaws or insure under section 149 of the Act.

43 Anowner isrespongblefor any damage caused by occupants, tenants or vigtorsto theowner’'s
dretalot.

44  An owner shdl indemnify and save harmless the strata corporation from the expense of any
maintenance, repair or replacement rendered necessary to the common property, limited common
property, common assets or to any strata lot by the owner’s act, omission, negligence or
cardessness or by that of an owner’ svidtors, occupants, employees, agents, tenants or amember

of the owner’s family, but only to the extent that such expense is not rembursed from the
proceeds recaived by operation of any insurance palicy. In such drcumstances, and for the
purposes of bylaws 4.1, 4.2 and 4.3, any insurance deductible paid or payable by the drata
corporation shell be consdered an expense not covered by the proceeds recaived by the drata
corporation as insurance coverage and will be charged to the owner.

An owner or occupant who aleges hardship asaresult of the passage of bylaw 4.5 may apped to
the council for permission to be exempt from bylaw 4.5 on the basis of hardship and the council
must not unreasonably refuse the gppedl.

Petsand animals

A resident or visitor must not kegp any petson adratalot or common property or onlandthatisa
common asset except in accordance with these bylaws.

A resident or visitor must not keep apet on agtratalot other than one or more of the following:

(@ areasonable number of fish or other small aguarium animals;
(b) areasonable number of small caged mammals;
(© up to 2 caged birds;

(d) two dogs and/or an unspecified number of cats as per the City of Surrey bylaw.

A resident or visitor must ensure that al animas are leashed or otherwise secured when on

common property or on land thet isacommon asset.

A resident must not harbour exotic pets, including not exhaustively, snekes, reptiles, spidersor
large members of the cat family.

A resdent mugt register with the council when desiring to keep a pet (a“Permitted Pet”) by
registering the pet with the council within 30 days of the pet resding on astratalot (or the
passage of thisbylaw) and by providing, in writing, the name of the Permitted Pet, breed, colour
and markings, together with the name, stratalot number and tel gphone number of the pet owner.

A resident or visitor must not permit aloose or unleashed Permitted Pet (Ieashes cannot exceed
sx feet inlength) at any time within on the common property or on land that is acommon asset.

A Permitted Pet found loose on common propearty or land thatisacommon ass2t shdl be
delivered to the municipa pound at the cost of the stratalot owner.

If aresdent has apet on astratalot, on common property or on land that isa
common asset, which is not a Permitted Pet and/or if, in the opinion of council, the
Permitted Pet is consdered to be adanger to the other resdents and/or vigitors of adrata
lot in any way, the council will order such pet to be removed immediatdly from the rata
lot, the common property or cormmon asset or dl of them.

Al A resdent or visitor must not feed birds, rodents or other wild animasfrom any sratalot, limited
common property, common property or land that is a common asset. No bird feeders of any kind
are permitted to be kept on bal conies, stratalots, common property or land that is acommon
asset.

An owner must ensure that the ddivery of any construction materias is through the parking lot
and, if in an devator, the owner must ensure the devator is protected with proper wal pads and
floor coverings. An owner must not permit any renovations/dterations materids to be ddivered
through the main lobby.

A resident must be responsibleto ensure:

@ drop cloths areingtdled and removed daily between the elevators and the Stratalot as
wdll as between other doors to protect common areas from any spillage or dripping;

(b) dairs, lobbies and pathsthrough the parking areas are regularly cleaned (and vacuumed a
the request of the council) and the residentid corridor thoroughly vacuumed daily;

Anowner mugt ensurethat the hours of work are retricted to 8:00 am. to 5:00 p.m., Monday
through Friday, and 10:00 am. to 5:00 p.m., Saturdays, Sundays and statutory holidays. To
perform renovationg/dterations on statutory holidays, an owner must gpply for permissonin
writing to the council at least five business days before the holiday date.

Anowne must bein atendancefor dl SSIGNIFICANT renovaiongdteraions, the
determination of SIGNIFICANT shdl bein the discretion of the council.

An owner paforming or contracting with othersto perform renovations or dterations will be
responsible, financidly and otherwise, for ensuring that any and all required permits and licences
are obtained.

An owner in contravention of bylans 9.1 t0 9.7 (inclusive) shdl be subject to afine of $100.00
for each contravention, as well as be responsible for any clean up or repair costs.

Officers

secretary and atreasurer.

A person may hold more than one office a atime, other then the offices of presdent and vice
president.

The vice president has the powers and duties of the president
(@ while the president is absent or is unwilling or unable to act,
(b) if the president is removed, or
(© for the remainder of the president’ sten if the president ceases to hold office.

The gtrata council may vote to remove an officer.

If an officer other than the president isremoved, resigns, is unwilling or unableto act, the council
members may e ect areplacement officer from among themsaves for the remainder of the term.

Calling council meetings

Any council member may cal acouncil meeting by giving the other coundil membersat lesst one
week’ s notice of the meeting, specifying the reason for calling the meeting.

Quorum of council

Coundil members must be present in person at the council meeting to be counted in establishing
quorum.

At the option of the coundil, council meetings may be held by dectronic means, solong asdl
council members and other participants can communicate with each other.

Voting at council meetings

At council meetings, decisions must be made by amgjority of council members present in
person at the meseting.

If thereisatie vote a acoundil meeting, the president may bresk thetie by cagting asscond,
deciding vote.

Thereaultsof dl votes a acouncil megting must be recorded in the council meeting minutes.
Council to inform owners of minutes

The council must circulateto or post for ownersthe minutes of dl council meetingswithin 2
weeks of the meeting, whether or not the minutes have been approved.

Delegation of council’s powers and duties

Subject to bylaws 24.2, 24.3 and 24.4, the council may ddlegate some or dl of its powers and
duties to one or more coundl members or persons who are not members of the coundil, and may
revoke the delegation.

The council may delegate its spending powers or duties, but only by aresolution that

47. Key-fob Access Syssem and Video Surveillance

47.1 This Bylaw authorizes the Strata council of the Boulevard Club to use both the Key-fob access

system and the Video Surveillance system to record and monitor the movement of the key fobs
and the movement of al individuals entering the premises of the Boulevard Club. Both the key fob
entry system recordings and Video surveillance recordings, generated by cameras located on the
above mentioned areas of the Boulevard Club’'s properties, are used to enhance the security of the
facilities, as well as for the individuals and assets present in the facilities. Such recordings may
capture entry and exit times from facilities and may also be used to investigate thefts, security
incidents, emergency situations and bylaw and rules infractions. In such cases, this information
may be shared with appropriate law enforcement agencies and emergency workers. Bylaw and
rules infractions will be investigated upon the strata corporation receiving a complaint from a
resident or to investigate possible security breaches. Furthermore, where video information reveals
evidence of illega activity, employee misconduct or accidents, or bylaw and rule infractions, the
recordings may be disclosed to Strata Council members, enforcement or investigative bodies for
further investigations, charges or disciplinary actions. (Amended July 13, 2011 — BB1971496)

47.2.1 The information maintained in this bylaw is protected in accordance with the provisions of the

48.2

Personal Information Protection Act (“PIPA”). Under PIPA, residents have a right to access
personal information about themselves that may be contained in fob and video surveillance
recordings, if a resident believes such information exists. Requests for access must be made in
writing and delivered to the strata corporation. Access to the specific individual’s personal
information will be made available in the presence of an elected member of the strata council or
the Strata Corporation’ s strata manager, in accordance with the time requirements provided for in
PIPA. (Amended July 13, 2011 — BB1971496)

Smoking Prohibition Bylaw

Owners, occupants, tenants, visitors and guests are strictly prohibited from smoking in or on:

a) Interior common property areas including but not limited to hallways, elevators, the |obby
areg, the parking garage and the locker rooms and stairwells;

b) Within 3 meters of the entranceways to the building, open windows and air intakes.

A fine of up to $200.00 may beimposed by the strata council on an owner or on the tenant for



each contravention of this bylaw and should the contravention of this bylaw continue, without
interruption, for longer than 7 days, afine of up to $200.00 may be imposed by the strata council

every 7 days.
